This offer is contingent upon you working full-time/part-time, hybrid, on the Anschutz Medical Campus.  Your hybrid schedule must be arranged and approved by your supervisor. Remote This is a remote position. If business needs change, remote work arrangements may be impacted.

This position is Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA) exempt and not eligible for overtime compensation. Should your position become eligible for overtime at any time in the future, your signature on this letter represents your agreement to accept compensatory time in lieu of cash payment for overtime. If you take on an additional appointment, you must notify your supervisor since this may impact your FLSA status. Multi-job appointments are re-evaluated to ensure employees have only one FLSA status.

Compensation for University Staff is reviewed each fiscal year during the annual salary-setting process. This role is eligible for merit on July 1 YEAR.  Eligible employees will receive adjustments to the initial salary in accordance with this process. Please get in touch with your Department HR for eligibility information.

Please note that the University of Colorado System is implementing a new timekeeping system with an anticipated go-live date of September 27, 2026. As part of this change, Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA) non-exempt employees hired before go-live will transition from a monthly pay schedule to a bi-weekly pay-in-arrears schedule and will be eligible for a one-time transition payment if hired before September 1, 2026. Employees (exempt and non-exempt) hired on or after go-live will be placed on a bi-weekly pay-in-arrears schedule. This offer of employment is contingent upon you passing a criminal background check and sex offender registry check and approval by the Vice Chancellor. You may not begin work prior to passing the background check and sex offender registry check, and your appointment is subject to termination if it is later determined that you failed. University policy also requires employees to disclose any new criminal convictions. You will report directly to _________________.  

(If your position is 50% or more) You are eligible for the benefit programs normally provided to members of the University Staff under the standard University of Colorado benefits programs, including health and life insurance, vacation, sick leave, and retirement programs.  You may also contact Employee Services for information about payroll and benefits at 303-860-4200.  If you have an active PERA account, Employee Services will contact you regarding your option of continuing your participation in PERA or the ORP (Optional Retirement Plan).  OPTIONAL (If transfer within CU or state): Your leave balances will transfer with you.

We will make arrangements for you to attend New Employee Orientation to learn more about the benefits programs and schedule you for any required training.  

The following are additional terms and conditions applicable to your appointment. By state law or University policy, these terms must be included in this letter of offer.

(1) State law specifically requires that you be an employee-at-will in your position and that the following paragraph be included verbatim in this letter of offer:

Your employment contract is subject to termination by either party to such contract at any time during its term, and you shall be deemed to be an employee-at-will. No compensation, whether as a buy-out of the remaining term of contract, as liquidated damages, or as any other form of remuneration, shall be owed or may be paid to you upon or after termination of such contract except for compensation that was earned prior to the date of termination. The provisions of this paragraph shall supersede and control any conflicting provisions of any University policy or employee handbook.

(2) You agree to uphold ethical standards appropriate to your position, including, but not limited to, complying with all applicable laws, rules, regulations, conflict of interest policies and all other policies. You also agree to report suspected or known noncompliance as required by Regent and University policies. You further agree to meet obligations imposed by federal and State law and University policies, including the obligation to report.

(3) As a condition of employment, the University must verify your employment eligibility immediately upon your employment. This is in compliance with Federal law, which requires every employee to complete a Form I-9, Employment Eligibility Verification, and to provide approved documents for examination.  Please read and comply with the posted campus I-9 policy.  You must complete Section 1 of the I-9 no later than your first day of employment.   Your authorized representative must complete Section 2 by examining evidence of identity and employment authorization within 3 business days of your first day of employment.  You must present your original, hard copy documentation to ___________________ within three 3 business days of your date of employment.

(3) As a current employee or former employee at University of Colorado within the last 3 years, you have already met the provisions of the Immigration Reform and Control Act (IRCA), which requires every employee to certify eligibility for employment.


(4) CU Anschutz strongly encourages vaccination against the COVID-19 virus and other vaccine preventable diseases. If you work, visit, or volunteer in healthcare facilities or clinics operated by our affiliated hospital or clinical partners, you will be required to comply with the vaccination and medical surveillance policies of the facilities or clinics where you work, visit, or volunteer, respectively. For CU Anschutz-operated healthcare facilities or clinics that treat patients or involve human study subjects, you will follow University of Colorado Hospital’s vaccine and medical surveillance requirements and guidance. Individual CU Anschutz departments or programs may require vaccination against COVID-19 with Chancellor approval. In addition, if you work in certain research areas or perform certain safety sensitive job duties, you must enroll in the occupational health medical surveillance program.  

(5) Internal Revenue Service (IRS) policy requires that the Social Security Number and the name of the employee for payroll purposes match the number and employee name found on the Social Security Card. This verification is necessary in order to comply with IRS policy and to ensure that you are paid in a timely fashion.

(6) The terms of this appointment shall be construed and interpreted according to the laws of the State of Colorado. This appointment is subject to the laws and policies of the University of Colorado, as they may be amended from time to time. To the extent that the laws and policies of the University conflict with state or federal laws, state or federal laws shall prevail.

(7) The specific terms and conditions of your appointment, as described in this letter of offer, may be changed only by a duly executed written addendum to this letter of offer. The University may, however, make changes to its employment policies, which affect all employees or certain classes of employees, and these shall become effective without the necessity of a written addendum to this letter of offer.

Please indicate your willingness to accept this offer by returning this original letter to me with your signature below. A fully executed copy will be returned to you for your personal records.
